Expected TA duties: 
Ability to lead warm-ups while adhering the Chekhov principle of the Four Brothers;

Ability to use correct Stanislavski and Chekhov terminology while leading warm-ups, and

Ability to correct poor Form in participants.
Eligibility requirements:

TA appointments shall be offered to qualified applicants in accordance with the criteria specified in Article 12:04 of the Collective Agreement.  To be eligible for a Teaching Assistantship you must be a registered student:

· must be registered for the term of work at the time of hiring 

· must maintain registration throughout the term and must be in good standing in the degree program 

Note that Teaching Assistants can be employed for no more than 100 TA hours per semester total. If you already hold or have applied for another TA position (in this or another department) note that the total combined hours for all TA appointments held in all departments cannot exceed 100 hours for the Fall term period (Sept. 1st to Dec. 31st).

· Strong facility with Michael Chekhov Technique as both a practitioner and in theory;

· Good Communications Skills, especially the ability to provide feedback to participants in the class, as evidenced by comments when enrolled in the class;
