Expected TA duties: 
-applicant will be responsible for recording and documenting step by step procedures

 -must be available to attend all classes, labs and assignments as scheduled

-applicant will be responsible for setting up and cleaning the classroom environment and maintaining all painting equipment

- T.A. must be available to assist students in and out of class

- must be available to attend meetings with the instructor

Eligibility requirements:
TA appointments shall be offered to qualified applicants in accordance with the criteria specified in Article 12:04 of the Collective Agreement.  To be eligible for a Teaching Assistantship you must be a registered student:
· must be registered for the term of work at the time of hiring 

· must maintain registration throughout the term and must be in good standing in the degree program 

Note that Teaching Assistants can be employed for no more than 100 TA hours per semester total. If you already hold or have applied for another TA position (in this or another department) note that the total combined hours for all TA appointments held in all departments cannot exceed 100 hours for the Fall term period (Sept. 1st to Dec. 31st).
Required essential qualifications:  

-applicants must have successfully completed DRAM-2130 Scene Painting for the Theatre and DRAM-3190 Studies in Design (Advanced Scene Painting) with a minimum grade of A-
-must be available to attend all classes, labs and assignments as scheduled
Preferred qualifications: 
-applicant must be in good academic standing with a minimum cumulative average of 75%
