The Do-Over Year

It is the 22" of June. | certainly did not
expect to be writing a column for
WINDSOR LAW Matters on this date. In
eight days on the 30" of June, my term as
dean was to have come to an end and |
was supposed to be on leave. As we
know, that did not happen and so here |
am writing another column.

In announcing to alumni that | would be
continuing as dean for one more year,
President Wildeman said: “As we head
into his coda year, we will all continue to
benefit from his leadership, his sense of
humour, and his love of Windsor Law. |
look forward to continue doing what | can
to support him, his colleagues, and you as

we travel to even  higher
ground.” (Emphasis added.) |
immediately thought to myself, “What

does that mean?” | thought the term
“coda” applied primarily to music -
perhaps it was “an unnecessary after-
thought” by the composer. This drove me
to the Oxford English Dictionary (Online)
where | found the term:

“Coda: A passage of more or less
independent character introduced after
the completion of the essential parts of a
movement, so as to form a more definite
and satisfactory conclusion. The coda
concludes the piece with spirit and
energy.”

At first reading, that certainly sounded
better than an “unnecessary afterthought”.
As | thought further about the meaning of
the word, | began to like it more and more:
“a passage of more or less

independent character” — let's not think
of it as just another year of my deanship, |
thought. No reference to the “final or last
year”; no putting matters off until the new
dean arrives. We will view this year as a
discreet piece with very definite goals.
“To form a more definite and

satisfactory conclusion”

— there were things which we had hoped
to accomplish last year but didn’'t. Now we
can have a more satisfactory and
satisfying conclusion. My daughter, now
also a lawyer, actually saw this as an
opportunity from the very outset. She
noted that when you are a child and
things don’t go well — you strike out in the
big game, you don’t do well on the math
test, you mess up your lines in the play —
you often ask for a “do over”. She began
to refer to next year as the “do-over year”.
You don't usually get a “do-over” when
you are an adult. Well, apparently, we

have one now. We need to take
advantage of it. “The coda concludes
the piece with spirit and energy.” That

is it, | thought: One bonus year as dean
to tackle some challenges with “spirit and
energy”.

So here are our priorities:

Curriculum: We need to engage in a
systematic wholesale consideration of the
curriculum. The Report of the Federation
of Law Societies of Canada Task Force
on the Approved Common Law degree
needs to be seriously considered. More
importantly, perhaps, we need to bring our
curriculum into line with our approved
Graduate Outcomes.

Clinic Renewal: The Clinic Renewal
Committee is very close to completing its
work. Our goals throughout have been
(1) A more enriching and fulfilling
educational experience for our students
and (2) better service to the community.
We have had the benefit of an excellent
working committee and the advice and
assistance of BoardRX — a consultant to
community organizations and legal aid
clinics. We will be unveiling the Strategic
Plan shortly and then we will move into
the implementation phase. (contd on page 7)

The debate about a bilingualism
requirement for Supreme Court of Canada
judges should be a wake-up call for
Canadian law faculties. Or at least
faculties at universities west of Ottawa and
east of Montreal.  This includes the
University of Windsor, which, incidentally,
started off as the francophone College de
'Assomption. Bill C-232, which was
recently passed by the House of Commons
and is currently before the Senate, would
require appointees to the Court to be able
to hear cases in both official
languages without the aid of an interpreter.

Whether or not the controversial bill
becomes law, it is clear that many
Canadians expect bilingualism in our top
judges. If law faculties do not provide
opportunities for students to learn legal
French, we will be doing them a future
disservice. Now, an appointment to the
Supreme Court of Canada may seem a
long way off to you, but bilingualism is an
asset for a variety of other law jobs —
international and domestic - which are

closer on the horizon. These include
clerkships.  There is no question that
judges at the Supreme Court of Canada
and the Federal Court of Canada consider
a working knowledge of French — as well
as, relatedly, some familiarity with our
country’s bijuridical nature - to be an asset.
In her June visit to Windsor Law to receive
an honourary doctorate, Chief Justice
McLachlin  made this point in a
conversation with faculty members.

In this light, | am pleased to say we will be
offering an introductory Civil Law course
this fall. The course will be taught in
English and French and students are
required to have a working knowledge of
French to enroll. However, fluency is not
required and papers may be written in
English or French. In addition, the Faculty
will be offering some financial assistance to
students who wish to study on exchange at
UQAM. | encourage you to consider this
exchange and others in civil law
jurisdictions.

Of all Things Registration:

As we begin the registration cycle, we
devote this issue of WINDSOR LAW
Matters to registration. Here are
some things you should consider
before you start:

Program Requirements: It is your
responsibility to ensure that you meet
the requirements for advancement
each year and graduation at the end of
Law Ill. Torts and Civil Procedure are
required in second year. A paper and
a perspectives course is required in
either Law Il or lll. In addition, starting
with the Class of 2011, a transnational
course is required in either Law Il or IIl.
Credit requirements must be met for
each academic term and overall for
each academic year. Check your
Degree Audit Report on the SIS.
Review the Registration and Course
Selection Materials carefully.

Set a Strong Foundation : There are
courses that, while not formally
required, are generally recommended
as part of a strong law school
curriculum. Don't focus solely on what
is on the Licensing Exams or what you
think you might need in your practice.
The substantive law will change, new
areas of practice will emerge but you
will be prepared if you lay a strong
foundation. Foundational courses are
not just about substantive law — they
also develop your legal mind — your
analytical, critical thinking and problem
solving skills. Review the Registration
and Course Selection Materials for a
list of courses considered to be
foundational or contact the Student
Services Office for advice.

Mix it Up : You should consider a very
healthy mix of courses — foundational,
theoretical, “boutique”, policy oriented,
perspectives, and skills based
courses. We are so privileged to have
a faculty of exceptional scholars and
excellent teachers who are among the
leaders in their fields. Take advantage
of this access. Review the Faculty
Biographies on the website and
consider the full range of courses
available to you.

Experiential Learning Consider all
the experiential learning options that

are available to you in the completion
of your program requirements. We are
offering many experiential courses this
year. You can also consider a term
with the Supreme Court in Yellowknife,
a term at Legal Assistance of Windsor,
a competitive moot — any of these

experiential offerings would make a
great addition to your learning
experience.

Requisites, Anti-Requisites and Co-
Requisites:  You must consider pre-
requisites, co-requisites and anti-
requisites when selecting courses.
This requires some element of
planning. For example, if you want to
take Estate Planning and
Administration, you must ensure that
you will have completed Wills and
Succession in advance. Plan for the
future!

Preparation for Licensing each
Provincial Law Society has a different
model of licensing. In Ontario, the
Licensing Process is based on the
self-study of materials provided by the
Law Society of Upper Canada.
Students are examined on entry-level
competence in a number of
substantive areas of law. Many
students undertake courses in those
areas while in law school so that they
have context when entering the
Licensing Process. In some provinces,
completion of certain law school
courses is required for enrollment in
the bar admission process. Be sure to
consider the licensing requirements.

Career Development : Your career
goals can influence your course
selection. If you plan to pursue an
advocacy practice, there are certain
courses that might hold greater
interest to you than someone
interested in a commercial practice.
For most of you, your path following
graduation is not yet crystallized and
therefore, having a strong foundation
allows you flexibility to respond to
opportunities that are presented. How-
ever, if may be difficult to convince a
boutique labour law firm that you
have a  genuine interest in that prac-
tice area, if you have not taken
courses that demonstrate that interest.

Timetable and Examination
Schedule : By the time you reach this
step, you will have a list of courses
that you are interested in. Some are
offered more than once in a term or in
a year. Consult the Timetables and
Examination Schedules to work out a
schedule that works best for you and
does not create conflict. Don’t worry if
you do not get the courses of your
choice on the first go-around.  You
can waitlist up to 3 courses and we
have great success in resolving
waitlists before the end of the course
change period.

Applications : You will require
permission to take a course overload,
enroll in a course in a different faculty
or take more than 3 paper courses in a
term.  Applications for Supervised
Research must be completed jointly by

the student and the supervising
faculty. Applications are due
September 10, 2010 for Fall and

January 7, 2011 for Winter.

Watch for Updates : Be sure to visit
the website regularly to check for
updates to the Registration
Information. Any changes to courses,
requirements, timetables or
examination schedules will be posted
electronically only. No other
notification will be given.

The Importance of Course Selection

Some will say that there is no one path
that leads to law school and there is no
perfect time to decide to become a lawyer.
The same is true of course selection while
in law school. There is no one course
which will determine what type of law you
will practice or whether you will choose to
follow the non-traditional career path.

Choosing your second and third year law '

courses is a decision to be taken very
seriously. This is an opportunity to learn
about different areas of law, the legal
profession, social justice and/or public
interest.

You will need to take a variety of courses

to decide what area of law you would like .

to practice or how you intend on using
your legal degree. The courses you study

not only provide you with knowledge of a -

particular area of law or of a legal skill
such as advocacy or negotiating, but also
make you marketable within the job
market. Consider listing the courses you
are taking or intend to take on a separate
sheet and include it in your job application.
You can also incorporate these courses in
your cover letter to express your interest
in a particular area or the knowledge and/
or skills you gained as a result of these

courses.

When determining which courses to select,
ask yourself the following questions:

What type of law am | interested in?

What area of law would | like to learn
more about?

What legal issues are important to
me?

How do | envision using my legal
degree?

Which courses are available in both
second and third year law?

Which courses are only available this
year?

Which courses will give me a basic
understanding of a certain area of
law?

Lastly, do not procrastinate as you want to
ensure your spot in the courses you want
to take. So as you embark on your course
selection, do not forget to consult with the
resources available to you such as your
professors, the Student Services Office
and the Career Services Office. Good luck!

Registration—Important Information

The following is a summary of the important information you will require in order to register for courses for Fall 2010 and
Winter 2011. Registration information including the Course selection material, timetables and examination schedules

1. Itis your responsibility to read and be familiar with the registration materials to ensure that you have met the term,

academic year, and degree requirements.
You must select courses for Fall 2010 and Winter 2011. Full time students must take 13-18 credits per term and 29
-32 credits per year. Overloads are possible with permission but you cannot carry credits over to another term/

Bill Haust '82 is a globetrotter — literally. If Bill isn't
running a race in Boston, New York, or California, he might
be found trying to beat his time in Poland, Tahiti, Paris, or
London.
