Animals used for teaching or research projects at the University of Windsor’s animal facilities may be suitable for adoption.  Only animals that are part of a research or teaching protocol and have not been subjected to invasive procedures are eligible for adoption.

Adoption is at the discretion of the Animal Care Coordinator’s office in consultation with the  University Veterinarian, the Primary Investigator or designee and the Operations Manager, Central Animal Care Facility, and/or the GLIER aquatics technician. In order for a research animal to be eligible for adoption the following conditions must be met:
1. The animal must be in good health as determined by the University Veterinarian, although the adopter understands that any animal may be incubating an illness or condition that is not easily detectable;
1. Transgenic, immunocompromised or invasive species cannot be adopted;
1. Animals which have been exposed to infectious agents are not eligible for adoption;	Comment by Cassandra Catalano: Corrected word for proper spelling
1. Animals must be adopted as personal pets and must not be used for breeding purposes;
1. Animals cannot be sold for personal profit or gain to other individuals or commercial businesses.    
1. Animals must not be used for food (human or animal consumption);
1. The adopter accepts responsibility for the animal’s care, well-being, and welfare and accepts the animal as a research subject, and releases the University of Windsor from liability;
1. The adopter is responsible for any future medical care/treatment if required;
1. Adopted animals may not be returned to the University of Windsor. If at any time the adopter is unable to care for the adopted animals, the adopter will surrender the animal to an approved SPCA (Society for the Prevention of Cruelty of Animals) or Humane Society.

I acknowledge and understand that the University of Windsor accepts no liability for any future illness, medical care, or behavioural problems of my adopted animal. If at any time I am unable to care for the adopted animal, I will surrender the animal to an approved SPCA or Humane Society.
