Applicants are expected to possess, at minimum, a masters’ degree, or equivalent, in the subject area for which 
they are applying, with preference given to those holding a completed PhD. Preference is also given to those 
with experience in the K-12 Ontario school system, as well as OCT certification. Related recent professional 
development and teaching experience is expected.
